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Abstract
This is the first in a series of reports on accentual surveys of nouns in the Gangneung dialect of 

Gangwon prefecture. A list of 1128 words is presented with particular reference to prosodemes of 
the present-day Gangneung dialect and Middle Korean (from the middle of the 15th century to the 
end of the 16th century) for each item.1

1. Introduction 
In previous research, most of the dialects in the Gangwon prefecture were treated as accentless, 

like the Seoul dialect. In fact, type-2 and type-3 accents containing two or three different accent 
were found to be widespread in this area, and a type-4 accent with four accent as well as a type-1 
accent in which the same accent pattern is seen for words of a given number of syllables were also 
found to exist. In this paper, I will take Gangneung dialect as a representative with type-3 accents.  

2. Accent system2

This dialect shows that only three oppositions exist irrespective of the length of the accentual 
units.  These will be called group , , and  respectively.  The accent system is shown in 
Table 1. 

The numerals above the columns indicate the number of syllables, and the circled numerals at 
the heads of the rows indicate the position of the accent kernel. Type  denotes the kernel after the 
first syllable, which is high, type  denotes the kernel after the second syllable with the initial 
two syllables being high,. and type  indicates that all syllables until  the penult, which is there 
the kernel lies, are high.

Table 1 can be graphically represented as Table 2. The symbol  indicates high;  is low; 
is falling, which means a combination of  and  in one syllable.
